UPDATE ON STREET IMPROVEMENTS AND OTHER DEVELOPMENTS 
 
 

David Boski, Transportation Engineer, and Bart VanAmburgh, City Engineer from 
the City attended the annual HOA meeting and provide information on the  
following planned street improvements and other future developments: 
 
360 and Broad 
There will be 2 lanes for east and west bound traffic with a traffic signal installed. Work to 
begin in mid-March with completion deadline of 7/15/09 
 
Redirecting Cannon to Broad 
The intersecting of Broad and Cannon, currently just east of Racetrack, will be 
moved to west of the Racetrack.  It will cut to the west of the cemetery.   
 
Broad and Hwy 287 
There will be 2 lanes for east and west bound traffic. Work to begin early summer and is  
estimated to take 2 months to complete 
 
Frontage Roads from Broad between Broad and Walnut Creek 
Bids will begin in 8/09 to extend the frontage roads on the east and west sides of 287  
between Broad and Walnut Creek. Texas turnarounds will also be installed at Walnut Creek 
and Broad.  Work is estimated to begin in early 2010 and will take 18-24 months to  
complete. 
 
Cannon and Matlock 
The cost of installing a signal light at this intersection will be put in the next bond program.  
This may possibly happen this summer to be voted on in Nov. If passed, this light could be 
installed in 2010. 
 
Development of Southwest Corner of Broad and Hwy 360 
Developer is actively preparing for improvements to this corner.  There is a strong possibility 
that a grocery store may anchor that development. 
 
Hwys 360 and 287 
Where 360 and 287 meet, South Pointe Development is in the planning stage with  
development of single-family residences. 
 
Shops at Broad 
The development of the Shops at Broad, on the northeast corner of Broad and Hwy 287, has 
been delayed due to the economic crisis.  The City is hopeful that when the economy turns 
around, this development will move forward.
